112th RHSV Annual General Meeting Reconvened from 17 May 2022
Reconvened to obtain approval of the audited financial statements.
Friday 23 December 10 am by Zoom

1 Welcome and Acknowledgement of Country
The RHSV president Professor Richard Broome opened the meeting with an acknowledgement of country. He stated that most attendees would be on the lands of the Wurundjeri Woi Wurrung people of the Kulin Nation. He paid respects to their elders past and present and young leaders emerging at a time when the relationship between Indigenous and Settler societies was undergoing a positive transformation. He thanked the Indigenous people for their care of country over many thousands of years.

2 Attendance and apologies
Richard thanked the 31 attendees and read out the names of the 17 apologies. These two lists are attached to the minutes. He reported that the RHSV had had a successful year in 2021 and thanked Rosemary Cameron, staff and volunteers. The RHSV had had both strong financial and cultural outcomes in 2021.
RHSV members who attended the AGM held on 17 May 2022 had agreed to delay confirmation of Item 4 Audit of Financial Statements as the audit for the year ended 31 December 2021 had not been completed. This was owing to the serious illness of the executive officer and the sudden resignation of the bookkeeper.

3 To receive and consider the Financial Statements for the year ended 31st December 2021. As attached.
The Audited RHSV Financial Report for the year ended 31 December 2021 had been circulated to RHSV members.
The Treasurer Daniel Clements discussed aspects of the Audited Financial Report. He stated that it had been a good year for the RHSV although it had been a time of uncertainty owing to the effects of the Covid epidemic. The RHSV had experienced a steep drop in government stimulus funding from about $125,000 in 2020 to $5,521 in 2021. Nonetheless, donations were good, investment income had improved and the cash position was strong. The RHSV had an operating surplus for the year of $100,868.

Moved Richard Broome, seconded Marilyn Bowler: That the meeting approve the audited financial reports for the year ending 31 December 2021. Approved unanimously.

4 Meeting closed.
Richard thanked members for attendance and briefly referred to several of the lectures planned for 2023. He was very pleased by the success of 2021 and thanked members for their wonderful support.
